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OBJECTIVE:

The objective is to have at least two SAIT students (or groups) prepare a technical paper and present their findings to a
panel of judges. The paper can be on any topic of their choosing related to their field of study: materials, welding, joining,
inspection, etc. The paper must be original work completed by the submitting group. This work should include data and
findings produced by the group themselves: it is not intended to come entirely from internet sources. Students are
encouraged to carry over work from their in-class projects, if the work is authentic and completed only by the group
members. Groups may be comprised of one or two people.
